MOUNT BAKER VIEW PUBLIC SERVICE ANNOUNCEMENT (PSA) PILOT POLICY
This Public Service Announcement (PSA) policy is a pilot communication program offered by the Mount Baker Community Club (known as “publisher”) to non-profit organizations (known as “organization”). At the publisher’s discretion we make available a portion of newsletter space for a text PSA with limited or no graphics to be printed in the a specific issue of the quarterly Mount Baker View newsletter.

Intention: the MBCC PSA pilot is a means for notifying our neighbors of something that we believe would be of broad local interest in the newsletter, if and when there’s space in the newsletter, the PSA pertains to the neighborhood (geographically – like: the north end of SE Seattle), and it involves a degree of community support/engagement (like: a volunteering opportunity). 

These PSA’s would be very short blurbs and usually direct the reader to a contact person or website. Your organization has no direct control over the layout, and in most cases no graphic. It would simply be a sentence or two informing the reader of something useful and interesting. Brevity is important.
There would be no cost to your organization. Publisher’s volunteer editors retain a large degree of involvement in how the text would read. It could be in parallel with or even instead of a paid graphical advertisement.

By submitting a proposed PSA, organization agrees to the terms listed below.  

1.) Organization agrees to provide PSA text by the issue’s PSA deadline.  

2.) Organization to provide email address and phone number of contact person who can review changes to the proposed PSA.

4.) Publisher reserves the right to omit or change the PSA text, at its sole discretion.

5.) Publisher reserves the right to place the PSA in any location it deems best.
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
